1) It shall be compulsory for every citizen of India to assist the officials responsible for
preparation of the National Population Register of Indian Citizens under rule 4 and
get himself registered in the local register of Indian Citizens during the period of
initialization.

2) It shall be the responsibility of the head of every family, during the period specified
for preparation of the Population Register, to give the correct details of name and
number of members and other particulars, as specified in sub-rule(3) of rule 3, of
the family of which he is the head.

These forms are to be distributed to every household in the allotted EB personally
well before commencing of biometry (at least 2 days).
At the biometry camp, you have to reach well in time. The following steps are to be
followed by you.
Collect respondent's copy of the acknowledgement slip from the person coming for
biometry. Match it with the copy in the counterfoil. _
Record, how many persons from the household have come for biometry, in the box
provided in the office copy of the acknowledgement slip. Put a tick ( ) mark against
the name at the space provided there and return the respondent's copy of
acknowledgement slip to the person.
Ask the respondent to fill up the "Form for NPR biometry information", if not filled
already. You may ask for either of identity proof listed in it but do not insist for
producing the same.
Now send the person(s) for biometry team and ask for return of the "Form for NPR
biometry information" after the capture of biometrics is over.

There may be three cases:

* Firstly, resident has the slip. In such case, the resident's identity is established by
the Household No. and EB no. and he/she may be directed to proceed to the
biometric team.

* Secondly, resident has been covered in NPR, but the slip is not available with
him/her. In such case, identify him/her from teh data sheet provided by the vendor/

from the AHL. The Household No. and EB No. is available and direct him/her to teh
biometric team.

¢ Thirdly, resident has not been covered in NPR in the first phase/ the resident has
shifted to this EB from adjacent EB or from any other area. The particulars will be
available in Section Hll of the AHL. For them, fill up a new NPR form with the same
location codes and identification particulars like EB No., household number,
household member serial no. etc.

The particulars provided in the new NPR forms need to be authenticated by you like
names, date of birth, address etc. from the respondent in the household. No
documentary proofs are required to be insisted upon for authentication.

No biometrics will be captured for these cases till the data is entered from the NPR
form. Once the data in entered, notice will be sent to the resident to visit either the
second round camp of biometrics or visit the NPR centre later.

In case of any doubt, please contact Charge Officer for clarifications.

Hand over all records to Charge Officer at the end of the camp under proper
acknowledgement.

Leave the biometry camp only after you have been properly relieved by the Charge
Officer.
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
